Although you have purchased a new dip bath you have decided not to have it installed and will hire a mobile dip in future if dipping is needed. You mentioned that in 2019 you used a mobile dip on the bottom yard to dip the sheep. Any spillages would have entered the slurry lagoon. Please be advised that if spillages had occurred then any effluent within the lagoon would have become contaminated and would have been required to be spread on your permitted field. It was agreed in future you would locate the mobile dip on a grass covered field, preferably your permitted field. Guidance for locating mobile dips is contained within the Sheep Dip Protection Code which I have included a copy of.
Spare blank record sheets for the spreading of dip were given to you during the inspection.
