	Consultation responses: Area of unimproved grassland identified in consultation response, and that this may include habitat listed in Section 7 of the Environment Act Wales 2016. 
These concerns have been raised for other deployments and discussed at the materials to land sector group meeting on 18/03/10. The decisions made by the sector group have been followed in response to the consultation comments received.



	MyMap and location assessment: MyMap PAN-004709 report also saved to DMS 


	Agricultural benefit calculations: Agricultural benefit calculations closely matched those sent by the applicant. Noticed that some fields do not need potash enrichment as they are at or above the target index. See details in RFI below. More recent waste analysis was submitted during assessment of this application and the rate of application was reduced in two of the fields. The revised nutrient calculations show that nutrients are not being applied at a greater rate than crop off take and the spreading of this waste is therefore acceptable. 
A liming calculator was completed due to the high pH level of the waste, the pH of the fields will not be adversely affected as a result of this deployment.

19/03/19 RFI sent – to request amendment to application due to additions of potassium being greater than crop offtake on fields already at target K index, to remove areas of unimproved grassland, add additional buffer zones around water courses and clarify timing of application

22/03/19 RFI response – no further justification of nutrient additions provided, confirmed this deployment would not be improving semi natural grassland, buffers added to spreading plan and confirmed timing of application.

26/03/19 RFI sent – further justification of addition of potassium requested, confirmed requirements for EIA screening, and requested updated AgBen.

27/03/19 RFI response – new waste analysis provided with lower potassium levels and updated AgBen.

01/04/19 RFI sent – accepted new waste analysis but still require reduction in application rate on two fields and clarification of holding number.

01/04/19 RFI response – reduced application rate in two fields requested and confirmed holding number.
