SSSI mechanisms/pathways for impact

Soil leaching is the mechanism which could cause impact the SSSIs, this will be avoided due to the methods of spreading. 

All silage fields will be spread using shallow soil injection. 

All other fields will be treat when the soil is freshly turned and then spread with a dribble bar allowing for a swift absorption. 

no spreading will take place during poor weather conditions preventing transportation by rain flow or ground water leeching.  

Soil leaching into the water course is the only method which could cause an impact on SSSI. This would affect water quality, flora and fauna, due to the wastes propensity for growing bacteria. However following standard spreading practise and using the declared methods of delivery should prevent this.  
 

	Decision

	i) The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest. 

Fields 2 and 3 of Hafod castell farm are the closest to the SSSIs they are within 381ms of Crug and 4, the closest area of spreading is 473m form Aberath.

A Risk assessment has been provided along with soil samples. These details cover water courses, slopes, ditches etc. No waste will be spread within 10m of any ditch, pond or surface water, within 50m of any spring, well, borehole, or reservoir that supplies water for human consumption or farm dairies. All spillages will be reported immediately to Natural Resources Wales as required by the SR2010No4 permit conditions.
