	[bookmark: _GoBack]The proposal is to spread 1050 tones of Alstrom Black Liquor, (Liquid from on-site effluent plant 03 03 11) from Ahlstrom Chirnside on to the agricultural land targing the growth of maize and winter wheat. Alstrom will be delivered to the site by road tanker and off-loaded. It will be surface applied by umbilical supplied tractor mounted splash plate or spread bar. The following SSSI features and mechanisms of impact have been considered to assess the likelihood of damage: 

2.1 Fish (Salmon, troat, sea lamprey)
2.2 Otter (lutra lutra) 

· Water quality

Good water quality is an intrinsic factor in maintaining the fish interest of the River
Dee, illustrated by the recent pollution incident that decimated a stretch of the lower
Dee, killing more than 100,000 fish. Water quality is also affected, to a lesser degree,
by nutrient enrichment from consented discharges and agricultural runoff. The upper
reaches of the tributaries may be affected by acidification, which impacts upon the
spawning success of the fish species, in particular salmon. Sedimentation of the
spawning gravels also reduces reproductive success. The introduction of Synthetic
Pyrethroid (SP) sheep dips has increased the risk of water pollution, especially in the
tributaries.

Good water quality is indirectly important to otters as it ensures that conditions are
suitable for its food source. Water quality is also directly important as toxins can build up through the food chain and affect otter survival.

No viable impact pathway has been identified through my assessment. There are no water bodies or drains in the spread area. The closest mark between the field and the SSSI is Approx 290m away.
