	A landspreading deployment application to spread 10 waste streams at or near to Manor Farm, Eyton, Wrexham, LL13 0SN (please see maps at bottom of form). Wastes are to be spread by sub-soil injection using a deep-leg injector, but a shallow injector or surface application may be used, depending on environmental conditions at the time of spreading. All 6500 tonnes of waste are expected to be applied over 26.3ha in February 2020. All waste will be spread in accordance with COGAP. 

Waste will be stored in two temporary storage tanks, storing 30 tonnes each at any one time.
