The following SSSI features and mechanisms of impact have been considered to assess the likelihood of damage: 

Afon Teifi SSSI:
· Water quality can be affected by agricultural run-off, nutrient enrichment from both consented and unconsented discharges and by sedimentation from excessive riverbank erosion. 
· Abstraction of water must be carefully controlled to avoid reducing flows to the
· extent that the quantity and quality of river habitats, or access to them (including fish
· spawning grounds) is reduced.
· Bankside habitats may often be impoverished by agricultural improvement, overgrazing and tree and scrub clearance, which can cause serious erosion of the riverbanks.

Caeau Blaen-Bydernyn SSSI:
· The site is in its present favourable condition because it has been grazed by the right number and type of stock over the past several years. It is therefore important to maintain this level between under grazing and over grazing.
· Scrub encroachment is also considered as a potential issue if not managed properly. 

Both factors are irrelevant to this landspreading operation due to the significant distance from the spreading fields.

	i) The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest.

Both SSSI’s are a considerable distance from the proposed spreading fields (as previously mentioned) and there are no pathways for the features to be affected with regards to the potential factors as mentioned
