Brief Description of proposal:

The proposal is to install two package treatment plants and infiltration systems both designed to the relevant British Standards. One PTP and infiltration system will serve the North of the campsite and one will serve the South. The systems will serve a small tent site, reception desk and 2 log cabins, all effluent will be domestic in nature as there are no dishwashers/washing machines on site. 

The maximum daily discharge volume for each system will be 2m3/day and there will be a distance of 350+ meters between the two infiltration systems. The applicant has confirmed there will be a 10m+ buffer between the edge of the infiltration systems and the watercourse.


Habitats Screening Report – Designations or protected species/habitats:

Both screening reports have picked up the designated SAC and SSSI for the River Wye, the North Site has also picked up the River Wye (England) designation. There is also designated Ancient Semi Natural Woodland on the site of the proposal.
