	The weirs were constructed pre-licencing rules.  Weir 1 was constructed with a metal plate across the brook with a concrete apron and wingwalls.  Weir 2 is constructed fully in concrete with a small orifice in the centre. 
The proposal is to make alterations to the structures by lowering both, this would entail removal of the metal sheet from weir 1 and for weir 2 the removal of the concrete ledge above and around the existing orifice. In both cases the concrete aprons and wingwalls will remain situ.

	As above, works to be carried out are to alter the weirs by lowering both the structures. Both weirs would still have the concrete apron and wingwalls in place.  Short term turbidity will be managed on site via careful managed removal, probably using hand tools and effective silt control measures as necessary.  These will be positive impacts, improving conveyance of sediment over the structures and therefore improving downstream habitats via a managed removal rather than inevitable unmanaged collapse as well as improving fish passage.
