The discharge point, SH 93755 49785, is into the a ditch leading to the Afon Nug. The discharge point is approximately 90m, hydrologically, from the Corsydd Nug a Merddwr SSSI. The SSSI can be found on the northern bank of the Afon Nug which runs roughly just inside the southern edge of the SSSI.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment [or similar methodology supplied by the operator and reviewed by ourselves], all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	

	Operating techniques
