


Natural Resources Wales permitting decisions

Bespoke permit 


We have decided to grant the permit for Plot 1, Plot 2 and Plot 6 at Cefn Erglodd operated by Gwion Evans.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The permit number is EPR/BB3396ZX
The discharge is for used sheep dip that has been diluted at a ratio of 1 part waste used dip; 0.5 cubic metre to 3 parts water or slurry; 1.5 cubic metres.  The total volume to be discharged per day is 2 cubic metres of diluted waste sheep dip.  The total number of discharges allowed in any given year is 5 and each discharge is to be made to a different area of land located within the boundary either Plot 1, Plot 2 and Plot 6.  In any given year only two discharges are to be made plots 1 and 2 and one discharge is to be made to plot 6.  The minimum area of land required for a single discharge of is 0.1 ha and no piece of land mark within the plots is to be used twice in the same year.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Control of the facility
	We are satisfied that the applicant (now the operator) is the person who will have control over the operation of the facility after the grant of the permit.  The decision was taken in accordance with EPR RGN 1 Understanding the meaning of operator.

	All applicable European directives have been considered in the determination of the application.

	

	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant. 

	

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes. 

The proposed techniques / emission levels for priorities for control are in line with the benchmark levels contained in the TGN and we consider them to represent appropriate techniques for the facility. 

	

	Operator Competence

	Environment Management System 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
