Brief Description of proposal:

This application is the final part of the scheme to expand Hook WwTW. This application is specifically for the inlet pumping station at Hook WwTW, there will be new discharges from a combined sewer overflow (CSO) and emergency overflow (EO) on the asset. The pumping station is designed to pass forward flows of 8l/s, flows in excess of this figure (during storm conditions) will discharge via the CSO, which utilises the same outfall as the final effluent discharge from the WwTW (SM 98863 11054). Event duration monitoring and reporting requirements will be on any permit, should one be issued for the CSO discharge. The EO will only operate during emergency conditions, defined as:
- electrical power failure
- mechanical breakdown of duty and standby pumps
- rising main failure
- blockage of downstream sewer

The EO will also utilise the same outfall if it discharges.

DCWW have submitted a ‘Pumping Station Key Protection Measures’ document which outlines the mitigating measures that will be in place to minimise the impact from the emergency discharge, that document can be found on the DMS here and will be in any permit if one is to be issued.

The scheme is outlined in detail within the Solutions Document on the DMS here.
