We have decided to grant the permit for Tir-Y-Gof operated by Mr John Barrie Preece and Miss Yionne Van Tol

The permit number is EPR/BB3398FN
The permit regulates a new discharge of secondary treated sewage effluent; a maximum of 1.5 m3/day, treated by a British Standard package treatment plant and discharging into the River Lugg. The system serves a private 4-6 bed dwelling.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site.
	

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant.

	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes.

	Brief summary of issues raised

	
The outflow of the proposed treated sewage discharge falls within a Dwr Cymru Welsh Water (DCWW) drinking water catchment ‘Wye at Monmouth’ which is designated as a Drinking Water Protected Area under Article 7 of the Water Framework Directive.  This Article requires the UK to take action to protect drinking water sources.  Section 7.3 states that the aim is ‘to avoid deterioration in water quality where this may lead to additional purification treatment being required’.

The discharge is ~140km up gradient of our abstraction point at Mayhill WTW with ~74 hours travel time to abstraction. Please note distances and times are approximate.  

With regard to this application, Dŵr Cymru Welsh Water presumes that the applicant has consulted relevant authorities, including yourselves at Natural Resources Wales, to ensure compliance with current regulations and best practice guidelines are being followed in respect to any new building and maintenance of this installation. 

We therefore have no further comments on the application, but would like to reiterate to the applicant that the facility is within a Drinking Water Catchment and trust that all the particulars from the permit will be followed during the lifetime of the treatment plant.
