	The weir at Vicars Mill, Llandisillio, increases the upstream water level on the Eastern Cleddau allowing the water to be drawn into the adjacent leat which in the past fed a trout farm. The trout farm is no longer in operation and the leat has been partially infilled preventing the through flow of water.  
 
In order to restore the river to a more natural state and improve fish passage it is proposed that the weir be partially removed (i.e. 70% removal).

Demolition of the weir will be carried out in two passes, with removal taking place in one half of the channel at a time. A centre width of 7.6m will be removed from the weir, leaving 2.0m wide and 1.8m wide sections on the left and right banks respectively. 

A temporary construction of sandbag bunds will be used to create a dry working area. The sand bag bund will be reversed / swapped to opposing sides of the river as required in order to maintain a dry working area without the need for completely drying out the full river channel.

Associated diversion works to be carried out are downstream sediment control measures. 
4 x rows of SediMats & silt booms will be installed within 30m downstream of the weir. In each row of SediMats a gap of 2m is to be left in alternating sides to allow water through.
