	Incorporating the application
	We have specified that the applicant must operate the permit in accordance with descriptions in the application, including all additional information received as part of the determination process.  

These descriptions are specified in the Operating Techniques table in the permit.

	

	Operator Competence

	Environment management system 
	There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  The decision was taken in accordance with RGN 5 on Operator Competence.

	Brief summary of issues raised

	Fire Prevention and Mitigation Plan
– Water supplies, is the amount of water proposed by the customer sufficient? This site is considered a low risk and water supplies proposed by the operator are sufficient. Large piles of metals stored at the site are not combustible (combustible metals such as sodium, potassium, uranium, lithium, plutonium and calcium, with the most common Class D fires involve magnesium and titanium are not accepted at the site).

	The FPMP has been incorporated into the permit under Table S1.2 – Operating Techniques. The operator must carry out the activity in accordance with this plan. 
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
