HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 

The applicant has assessed potential risks with regards to having a detrimental effect on the designated sites and has put in place measures to minimise these risks.
These measures include:

· Proximity of the sites
· Avoid sensitive spreading periods eg. breeding season
· Spreading will only take place subject to ground conditions and following the Code of Good Agricultural Practice (Defra, 2018), NVZ regulations and the permit holder’s Environmental Management System (EMS).
· Spreading will not be carried out in any areas of a field that will be sub-soiled.
· Machinery operations will take account of soil conditions, slopes etc.
· Liquid spreading machinery will be turned off and lifted away from soil prior to turning at the end of each run.
· Machinery will be checked daily when in use, regularly serviced and spreading equipment calibrated.
· Umbilical hoses will be regularly checked for damage to prevent leaks.
· Machinery turns will not be executed in the buffer strips.
· Waste deliveries to field/stores will be supervised.
· All spillages will be reported immediately to NRW.
· Replacement spreading machinery will be available to prevent waste being retained in faulty machinery. Hire vehicles will be used if required. All machinery will be fully serviced. There will be a sufficient number of trained staff available to ensure that the operation continues throughout operational hours (i.e. there will be sufficient cover for illness, holiday etc.). 
· In adverse weather, storage is available until ground/weather conditions become favourable for land application. In circumstances where the wastes cannot be stored or spread beyond normal capacities, wastes will be diverted to a local alternative deployment or DCWW sewage treatment works.
