HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 

The applicant has assessed potential risks with regards to having a detrimental effect on the designated areas and has put in place the following measures to minimise these risks.

· Although the deployed area is within 500m of the RAMSAR, designated for its wetland and fen habitat, only a small part is at least 443 m from the boundary. The material will be spread by low trajectory splash plate and will present no risk to the RAMSAR from ammonia volatlilisation or run off.
· Although the deployed area is within 500m of the SAC, designated for its wetland and fen habitat, only a small part is at least 443 m from the boundary. The material will be spread by low trajectory splash plate and will present no risk to the SAC from ammonia volatlilisation or run off.
· Injection of the material will reduce potential odour transmission
· Wind direction will be taken in to account when applying the material. Any sensitive receptors
· located downwind will prevent spreading from taking place.
· The land is has a slope, but run-off will not be an issue due to soil type and gradient.
· All turns made by the application machinery will be gentle with the sole intention of preventing
· wheel slip and excess soil damage in the form of ruts.
· All deliveries to the field will be made during the working day.
· All application machinery is calibrated and regularly checked in order to ensure the stated application rates are maintained.
· To fulfil permit requirement 2.1.7, the spreading activity will not be carried out within:
· 10 metres of any watercourse;
· groundwater Source Protection Zone 1, or if a Source Protection Zone has not been defined then within 50 metres of any well spring or borehole used for the supply of water for human consumption including from a private water supply or supplies.
· Waste will not be spread on land if (condition 2.3.2(i)and (ii)):
· i. the land has been frozen for 12 hours or more in the preceding 24 hours
· ii. the land is waterlogged, frozen or snow covered
