	Habitats Regulations Assessment
	The application is within 1 km distance of a SSSI and Natura 2000 site but is outside of the relevant distance criteria as set out within the rule set in conditions 2.2.2 and 2.2.3.
The activity does not require assessment under the Habitats Regulations because we consider that the conditions/limitations applicable to all standard rule sets, will ensure that the activity is not likely to have a significant effect on any Natura 2000 site. 
For the same reason we have not carried an Appendix 4 assessment.

	Environment management system 
	The site’s management system was provided during determination. It was assessed and deemed compliant at time of permit issue.
There is no known reason to consider that the operator will not have the management systems to enable it to comply with the permit conditions.  
The operator satisfies the criteria in RGN 5 on Operator Competence.
	

	Technical competence
	Technical competency is required for activities permitted in the standard rule set.
