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Standstill permit limit monitoring and reporting
Mold STW is subject to an AMP7 CHEM ND2 driver which specifies: Prevent further deterioration where there is risk to EQS. Monitoring alternative to standstill limits - Permit conditions for monitoring and reporting, from April 2020.
Dwr Cymru will be required to assess against a calculated Standstill permit limit, failure of which will be counted as a descriptive permit condition failure not a non-compliance. This assessment will take the form of effluent spot sampling together with upstream and downstream river sampling at current OSM frequency. Dwr Cymru will submit a summary report to the NRW on an annual basis and will commit to undertaking an investigation if the limits specified below are exceeded.
 Dwr Cymru will look at trends in data to determine if stable or increasing or decreasing. Agreement to look at data and review if increased treatment is needed at AMP8 planning. If analysis of the sampling data indicates a significant threat to achieving the EQS downstream (using the 50/80 rule), appropriate numeric limits shall be derived and applied to the permit from AMP8.

· Details of any investigations to be included within the annual report.
· In addition to Final effluent sampling DCWW shall undertake 12 monthly samples of the watercourse upstream and downstream of the final effluent discharge point at a time to be agreed with the NRW
· Dwr Cymru to consider undertaking downstream river quality samples in yr5 to aid any modelling requirements.
