SITE DETAILS

Context and Objectives

Environmental Compliance Limited (“ECL”) has been commissioned by MicroPharm
Limited (“MicroPharm”) to produce an application site condition report (“ASCR”) to form
part of the Environmental Permit (“EP”) application.

The report has been produced in accordance with the ASCR template provided in Natural
Resources Wales (“NRW”) “Guidance for applicants H5: site condition report — guidance
and templates” (Version 5.0, Dated October 2014).

The aim of the ASCR is to describe the condition of the land at the site and, in particular,
to identify any substance in, on, or under the land that may present a pollution risk.

The ASCR, therefore, sets out the initial (i.e. current) condition of the site and takes into
account any pollution incidents that may have occurred at the site and details of any
measures put into place to mitigate the effects of any such incidents. It serves two main
purposes:

° firstly, it will act as a reference point, along with operating records, for measuring
any deterioration of the site whilst operating under the permit (on surrender of
the permit, another site report must be prepared, identifying any changes to the
condition of the site from that described in the original report); and

° secondly, the ASCR will give information on the physical attributes and
vulnerability of the site; it will assist in understanding the environmental setting
of the site, and understanding the nature, extent and behaviour of any
contaminants that may be present; local hydrology, hydrogeology, geology and
general setting are taken into account.

Site Location

The installation is located in Cnwcau, Cilgerran, SA43 2SN. The Site is centred on the
Ordinance Survey (“0S”) National Grid Reference (“NGR”) 220249 242714 and will occupy
an area of approximately 1.09 Ha. The indicative site location is provided in Figure 1. The
proposed location of the Environmental Permit boundary (outlined in green) is provided
on the Block and Location Plan as Proposed (Drawing No. 37) which is contained in
Appendix 1 of this ASCR.

The installation is bound by Cilgerran Road to the north from which the Installation is
accessed. The River Teifi runs north of the installation, north of Cilgerran Road.

The installation is on the eastern outskirts of Cilgerran Village which comprises of several
residential areas, a school, shops, Adele’s café, public houses, places of worship and
Cilgerran Castle.

The installation is 0.26km NW from the residential area of Liwyncelyn and 1.3km SW of
Malgwyn Castle. The installation is also located 1.7km SW of the village of Llechryd and is
4km SE from Cardigan Town.

Potentially Sensitive Ecological Receptors

A review of the area using the Multi-Agency Geographic Information for the Countryside®
(“MAGIC”) online tool identified that the installation is not located within 10km of any
Site Protection Areas (“SPA”) or Ramsar sites. However, the installation is located within
10km of five Special Area of Conservation (“SAC”) designated sites, which are as follows:

e  West Wales Marine Site - north west of the installation;

e Preseli Mountain - south west of the installation;

e North Pembrokeshire Woodlands - south west of the installation;

e  Cardigan Bay - - north west of the installation; and

e River Teifi - north of the installation (See Figure 2).

1.3.2. In addition, the installation is located within 2km of the Coedmor Site which is designated
as a National Nature Reserves (“NNR”) and is located to the north. There are no Local
Nature Reserves (“LNR") or local wildlife sites, however the installation is within 2km of
three Sites of Special Scientific Interest (“SSSI”) (See Figure 3), which are as follows:

° River Teifi -north of the installation;
° Teifi Estuary woodlands and marshes - north east of the installation; and
° Gwaun Pen-lan - north of the installation.

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1.3.4. In addition to the SACs, SPAs, RAMSARs, NNRs, LNRs or SSSls, other potentially sensitive
land uses within 1km of the site were also considered. A review of the area using the
MAGIC site check indicates that none of the following sensitive land uses are located
within 1km radius of the installation:

areas of adopted green belt;

Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty (“AONB”);
environmentally sensitive areas;

marine nature reserves;

national parks; and

nitrate sensitive areas.

1.3.5. There are no Nitrate Vulnerability Zones within 1km of the installation boundary.

ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING

Geology

According to the British Geological Survey (“BGS”) Geology of Britain Viewer® Mudstone is
present throughout the Cnwcae site in Cilgerran. Sedimentary Bedrock formed
approximately 444 to 449 million years ago in the Ordovician Period. Local environment
previously dominated by deep seas. These sedimentary rocks are marine in origin. They
are detrital and comprise coarse- to fine-grained slurries of debris from the continental
shelf flowing into a deep-sea environment, forming distinctively graded beds.

There is no indication of mining activity at the installation. However, Cefn Quarry (now
disused) is 400m NE of the site.

Hydrogeology

According to the Radon Affected Area® mapping tool for the UK produced by Public
Health England (“PHE”), the installation is located in an area of elevated radon potential
with greater than 30% of properties above the action level.

There are no groundwater abstraction licences within 2km of the installation.

Surface Waters

The Lle Geo-Portal for Wales” indicates that the installation is not within a Groundwater
Source Protection Zone (“SPZ”).

The closest primary river is the River Teifi located approximately 0.13 km to the north of
the site. The River Teifi stretches approximately 73km in length and flows from the
Cambrian Mountains in mid Wales to its estuary in the north west of Cardigan. According
to the Envirocheck Report, which is provided in Appendix 2 of this ASCR, the River Teifi
has a River Quality Grade (“RQG”) of A (‘Very Good’) with a flow of less than 40 cumecs.

NRW Long Term Flood Risk Maps’ indicate that the installation is located ~200m NW of
designated areas which are at high to medium risk of flooding from rivers and seas. High
risk means that each year, the chance of flooding is greater than 1 in 30 (3.3%) whilst
medium risk means that each year, the chance of flooding is between 1 in 100 (1%) and 1
in 30 (3.3%). Although the installation is within ~200m of high risk flooding areas, it
benefits from being uphill of the river and, therefore, the risk of flooding is considered
negligible.

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2.3.4. The flood risk maps also show that the installation is located approximately 200m from
high surface water flood risk. The Flood Risk Maps from rivers and seas, reservoir flood
risk and also high surface water flood risk are provided in Figure 5. The installation

benefits from being uphill of the river however, and therefore the risk from high surface
water flooding is considered negligible.

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3. POLLUTION HISTORY

3.1. Historic and Existing Activities
3.1.1. A review of the Ordnance Survey maps (contained within the Envirocheck Report —
Appendix 2) from 1888 to 2019 has been undertaken for the installation, the findings are

presented in Table 3.

3.1.2. Anecdotal evidence from MicroPharm personnel indicates that previous uses of the site

comprised a saw mill, a builders’ merchant and subsequently a clothing distribution unit.

Potential Pollution Impacts

The following potential sources of contamination were identified from the historic map
review (see section Error! Reference source not found. of this document):

On site — the use as a saw mill has the potential to result in contamination, such
as from the treatment and preservative chemicals which may have been used.
However, the widespread concrete surfacing would also have acted as an
impervious barrier for any contamination. The use as a builder’s merchant would
be unlikely to be a source of contamination. Although trade products such as
timber, small quantities of gravel, sand and concrete blocks would have been
present, they are often covered and in containers/sacks which would prevent
contamination. The use as a clothing distribution unit is unlikely to be a
contamination source due to the nature of the activities.

Off-site — both Cefn and Castle quarries could have been a potential source of
contamination due to the nature of works and the vehicle movements to and
from the sites. Glan-derry, Alltrheiny, Tremle and Liwyncelyn farms could all have
been a potential source of contamination through chemically treating lands,
farming vehicle movement and livestock activities. The dismantled railway could
also have been a source of contamination due to historic oil contamination of the
land.

Pollution Prevention Measures

The drainage arrangements for the installation are provided on the Block and Location
Plan (Drawing No.37) contained in Appendix 1. The Installation is served by a foul
drainage network and MicroPharm propose to discharge to sewer under a Trade Effluent
Discharge Consent. The external surfacing, such as car parking areas, and also the
building roof areas are connected to the surface water network for clean surface water
run-off only.

The installation is surfaced with concrete hardstanding creating an impervious barrier to
prevent downward migration of potential contaminants.

A ‘Titan V5000’ single skinned oil tank (5,000l capacity) is present at the installation for
the purpose of fuelling the central heating system. The tank is located within a sealed
impermeably lined concrete bund which can hold 110% of the total tank capacity. The
integrity of the bund will be regularly inspected and maintained in accordance with the
site condition checks to ensure that in the event of a spill, there will be no loss of
containment. The tank is also be protected from adverse weather and vehicle collision.

The installation will benefit from an Environmental Management System (“EMS”) which
will contain a procedure outlining the pollution prevention measures implemented at the
site and the emergency response required in the unlikely event of loss of containment or
environmental incident. Spill kits will be located in strategic locations and MicroPharm
employees will be fully trained in EMS procedures and spill response.

Site Walkover Survey
A site walkover survey was undertaken on 2" April 2019 by ECL and MicroPharm
personnel. The general site character, including current condition of the site prior to

development is displayed in Figures 6 to 9.

Figure 6 shows the condition of the concrete hardstanding in the main carpark. No signs
of cracks or depressions were identified during the site walkover. Consequently, the
concrete is considered to be in good condition. The structure of the buildings is shown to
be of sound quality and in good repair.

3.5.3. Figures 7 and 8 show the condition of the concrete hardstanding in the stores area and
visitor carpark. No signs of cracks or depressions were identified during the site walkover.
Consequently, the concrete is considered in good condition. There is a fence dividing the
main and visitor carpark and the perimeter fence can also be observed to be well
maintained and in good condition.

3.5.4. Figure 9 identifies the residential area to the right of the site entrance. Additionally, it can
be observed that the concrete hardstanding is considered in good condition and drainage
panels to capture clean surface water are present.

3.5.5. During the site walkover survey, no evidence of contamination was observed.

SUMMARY

This document represents the ASCR for the proposed installation at MicroPharm Limited,
Cnwcau, Cilgerran, SA43 2SN.

The report provides a detailed description of the state of the land at the time of
submitting the EP application and prior to the construction of the new installation. This is
to provide a reference point, along with operating records, to demonstrate that no
deterioration or contamination of the land has taken place whilst operating under the EP.
Additionally, the ASCR details the physical attributes and vulnerability of the site, in terms
of the environmental setting of the site.

A desk study review of historical land uses and associated contaminants, sensitive
receptors and environmental setting was carried out in accordance with the NRW’s H5
Site Condition Report Guidance and Templates Document.

The desk study indicated that the installation was previously operated as a saw mill which
could have potentially been a source of contamination from the treatment and
preservative chemicals which may have been used. The installation was also previously
operated as a builder’s merchant and clothing distribution unit which are both unlikely to
have been a source of contamination due to the nature of the activities and the concrete
surfacing acting as an impervious barrier.

There have been six pollution incidents recorded within 1km of the site boundary, the
closest being at NGR 220200 242800, dated the 17/10/1994 where farm effluent/slurry
was recorded 63m from site and classed as a category 3 minor incident.

A walkover survey was conducted on site in order to determine the current condition of

the site, in particular to identify evidence of potential contamination in the area. During
the site walkover survey, no visual or olfactory evidence of contamination was observed.
