We have decided to grant the permit for Ty-Hir operated by Steven Baber .

[bookmark: _Hlk48820156]The permit regulates a maximum discharge of 1.5m3 day of domestic sewage effluent from a package treatment plant built to British Standard BS 12566 discharging into Nant Caeach. The system will serve a property, named Ty-Hir, which is a former barn converted into a 4-bedroom house. The discharge point, ST11308 96684, is into the Nant Caeach. The Nant Caeach and Llancaiach-Fawr Meadows are designated as local wildlife site (SINCs). 
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
