Brief Description of proposal:

The applicant proposes a new discharge of sheep dip to their 2.59 hectare field. 
The proposed discharge will be 1 part used working strength dip with 4 parts slurry or water for a total disposal of 5m3/day. Discharge is planned for twice a year; once in August and again in October. A vacuum tanker will discharge with an application rate of 20m3/hectare. 
Calculated disposal area: 0.5ha.

The plans/maps provided with the application were unclear but the site pan here shows the confirmed true extent of the field. The applicant would like to discharge in the northern section of this field which has less than 11o gradient.


Habitats Screening Report – Designations or protected species/habitats:

The Risk Screening Report detected a SSSI approximately 650 metres away. 
I have not completed an Appendix 4 because the SSSI is a geological site that does not consider the proposed activity to be a risk to its management objectives. 


Risk Assessment Results (modelling or L1 Risk Assessment):

The score on the L1 Assessment was 48. Although this is below the 50 threshold for Geoscience’s input, the score is very close and have therefore asked for their consultation.

Environment Management comments:

The land (SN 8431 1673) is noted to be improved grassland used for grazing. Please note the southern section of this land appears to have steep ground as per MyMap and the map does not identify the direction of the slope. Additionally, the northern end of the parcel of land is a woodland area. Spreading plots have not been identified on this section of land. The competent person must ensure that COGAP is always followed, checking that the land is in a suitable state to receive used dip and that the conditions are suitable for spreading. 

The nearby watercourses and spring are a suitable distance from the allocated parcel of land. 

I note that Part B2, 2c is selected as a waste operation rather than a water discharge activity. Additionally, some other sections have been filled out that are not required.

- Distance to receptors. measured from edge of field identified.  GW receptor taken as spring identified in application form.

- Aquifer/unsaturated zone.  based on mapping available.  Secondary bedrock aquifer with no superficial deposits. Worst case scenario used for unsaturated zone as no info on depth to groundwater available.

- Number of applications changed to 1.  We can only allow one discharge of spent dip on any given area of land per year.  Two disposal events per year requires two distinct areas (which can be adjacent to each other in the same field, but need to make the distinction). Please make this clear in the permit.

Revised score of 49 is acceptable.
