	The sea wall is of masonry construction and 1052m long, stones at the toe of the wall have dislodged following recent stormy weather and need replacing urgently before the wall is damaged further. There are twenty six small voids which needs repairing the exact details can be found in the Contractor method statement in the appendix. Maintaining the sea wall is paramount to keeping the North Wales Coastline Railway open. The works are expected to start as soon as all consents are to hand. Concrete for the works will be delivered in small ready mixed concrete wagon which will be banked onto the causeway. A small static concrete pump will be towed by pick up to the works location and all vehicles and pump equipment will remain on the concrete causeway path. 

The concrete causeway path will be cleaned down to remove algae/seaweed at start of each shift to ensure the path is safe to walk/drive on. This will be undertaken using a jet wash/bowser using fresh water, towed with pick up vehicle. Areas of work will be inspected by operatives and the voids will be prepared as required with the use of hand held breakers/sthil saws where loose material requires breaking/cutting out and removing. A small pump will be on hand should small pockets of water require pumping out of the repair area. Water will generally be pumped/discharged into a suitable drainage point on the causeway which won’t affect the area of repair. Concrete will be discharged into the voids via the concrete pump. Operatives will control the pump hose and monitor the discharge of concrete. The concrete will be trowel finished once void has been filled. Smaller voids will require use of a concrete mortar repair. This material will be mixed in buckets on the causeway and carried down in buckets to the repair location. Hand trowels will be used to apply the mortar repair to the damaged area. Plant/Equipment will generally consist of a small pickup type vehicle, water bowser/jet wash, Concrete mini mix wagon, static towable concrete pump, small hand held tools such as mechanical breakers, sthil saw, 2.6kva generator & small water pump.
