A new application to discharge used sheep dip, once a year on 0.2 hectares of land. The dip will be diluted 1 part dip to 3 parts slurry or water. The volume of diluted dip to be disposed of is 1m3 per day.  The dip will be spread using a vacuum tanker. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
