1 Management

1.1 General management

1 The operator shall manage and operate the activities:
1 in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution so far as is reasonably practicable, including those risks arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

1 using sufficient competent persons and resources.

1 Records demonstrating compliance with condition 1.1.1 shall be maintained. 

1 Any person having duties that are or may be affected by the matters set out in this permit shall have convenient access to a copy of the permit.

2 Operations

2 Permitted activities

2 The only activity authorised by the permit is the activity specified in schedule 1 table S1.1.

2 The site 

2 The discharge activity shall take place at the discharge point marked on the site plan at schedule 7 to this permit, and as listed in table S3.2.
3 Emissions and monitoring

3 Emissions to water

3 The limits given in schedule 3 table S3.1 shall not be exceeded.

3 Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits

3 The operator shall take appropriate measures to minimise so far as reasonably practicable the polluting effects of the emissions of substances in the discharge not controlled by emission limits (excluding odour).

3 Monitoring 

3 The operator shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, undertake the monitoring specified in the following tables in schedule 3 to this permit:

3 point source emissions specified in tables S3.1 and S3.3.

3 The operator shall maintain records of all monitoring required by this permit.

3 Monitoring equipment, techniques, personnel and organisations employed for the emissions monitoring programme and the environmental or other monitoring specified in condition 3.3.1 shall have either MCERTS certification or MCERTS accreditation (as appropriate), where available, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

3 An Accessible monitoring point shall be provided and maintained to enable the emissions monitoring programme to be carried out at the monitoring point specified in table S3.3 of schedule 3 and shown marked on the site plan in schedule 7. 

3 The monitoring programme for the parameters subject to schedule 3B shall be:

3 pre-scheduled to cover a calendar year and the programme recorded before the start of a   calendar year sample period; and

3 spot samples collected at approximately equal intervals during the year, including samples from different days of the week and different times.  Approximately 10% of samples should be outside the normal sampling window which is 9am-3pm, Monday to Friday.

3 After becoming aware, or following a notification that a sample has not been taken on the schedule 3B Monitoring Programme pre-scheduled date, or is lost, or a result for that sample cannot be reported, the operator shall record the details and reschedule the sample.

4 Information

4 Records

4 All records required to be made by schedule 3, 4 and 5 to this permit shall:

4 be legible;

4 be made as soon as reasonably practicable;

4 if amended, be amended in such a way that the original and any subsequent amendments remain legible, or are capable of retrieval; and

4 be retained, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, for at least 6 years from the date when the records were made. 

4 The operator shall maintain convenient access, in either electronic or hard copy, to the records, plan and management system required to be maintained by this permit. 

4 Reporting

4 The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to Natural Resources Wales using the contact details supplied in writing by Natural Resources Wales.

4 Within the time period after the end of the reporting period specified in schedule 4 table S4.1 the operator shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, submit reports of the monitoring and assessment carried out in accordance with the conditions of this permit, as follows:

4 in respect of the parameters and monitoring points specified in schedule 4 table S4.1;

4 for the reporting periods specified in schedule 4 table S4.1 and using the forms specified in schedule 4 table S4.2; and

4 giving the information from such results and assessments as may be required by the forms specified in those tables.

4 Notifications

4 Natural Resources Wales shall be notified as soon as reasonably practicable following detection, within the site of the regulated facility of:

4 any malfunction, breakdown or failure of equipment or techniques, accident, or emission of a substance not controlled by an emission limit which has caused, is causing or may cause significant pollution; and

4 any breach of a limit specified in schedule 3 table S3.1.
4 any other significant adverse environmental effects, which may have been caused by the activity, shall also be notified to Natural Resources Wales as soon as reasonably practicable following detection.
4 The information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be supported by sending the information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.

4 Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling specified in schedule [3B/3C], the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.

4 Natural Resources Wales shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:

Where the operator is a registered company:

4 any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office address; and

4 any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into a company voluntary arrangement or being wound up.

Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:

4 any change in the operator’s name or address; and

4 any steps taken with a view to the dissolution of the operator.

4 Where the operator proposes to make a change in the nature of the activity by increasing the concentration of, or the addition of, or allowing the introduction of, a substance to the activity to an extent that the operator considers could have a significant adverse environmental effect on the receiving waters, and the change is not permitted by emission limits specified within schedule 3 table S3.1 or the subject of an application for approval under the EP Regulations or under the terms of this permit:

4 Natural Resources Wales shall be notified in writing at least 14 days before the increase or addition or allowing the introduction; and

4 the notification shall contain a description of the proposed change.

4 Interpretation

4 In this permit the expressions listed in schedule 6 shall have the meaning given in that schedule.

4 In this permit references to reports and notifications mean written reports and notifications, except where reference is made to notification being made “as soon as reasonably practicable”, in which case it may be provided by telephone.

“application” means the application for this permit, together with any additional information supplied by the operator as part of the application and any response to a notice served under Schedule 5 to the EP Regulations.

“appropriate measures” for the purposes of the emission of substances not controlled by emission limits condition (condition 3.2.1) do not require the operator to undertake treatment to a level beyond that specified in schedule 1 table S1.1, or to carry out routine monitoring for substances not controlled by emission limits.

“ATU-BOD as O2” means the biochemical oxygen demand (measured after 5 days at 20oC with nitrification suppressed by the addition of allylthiourea).

“emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits” means emissions of substances to air, water or land from the permitted activities, which are not controlled by an emission limit.

“EP Regulations” means The Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations SI 2016 No.1154 and words and expressions used in this permit which are also used in the Regulations have the same meanings as in those Regulations.

“MCERTS” means Natural Resources Wales’ Monitoring Certification Scheme.

“Natural Resources Wales” means the Natural Resources Body for Wales established by article 3 of the Natural Resources Body for Wales (Establishment) Order 2012. The Natural Resources Body for Wales (Functions) Order 2013 transferred the relevant functions of the Countryside Council for Wales, and functions of the Environment Agency and the Forestry Commission in Wales to the Natural Resources Body for Wales.

"quarter" means a calendar year quarter commencing on 1 January, 1 April, 1 July or 1 October.

“significant pollution” means a high level impact incident as indicated by NRW incident classification system.
“year” means calendar year ending 31 December.
