NRW has commissioned WSP Ltd to design remedial works to reduce this metals pollution. The remedial works will involve reprofiling and capping of the exposed mine waste with an impermeable liner. The buried mine entrance will be excavated and the mine water discharge captured for transfer to a new treatment system. The treated water, along with clean surface run-off from the capped mine waste, will be discharged to the River Teifi via a new outfall. This application refers to the construction of the new site outfall.
