NATURE OF THE DISCHARGE

1.
The Discharge shall consist solely of de-chlorinated water. 

SOURCE OF THE DISCHARGE

2. The Discharge shall be derived from Tan y Coed SRV.
LOCATION OF DISCHARGE

The location of the Discharge shall be at NGR SH 54086 62107, marked ‘B’ on the site plan in Annex 1.

SAMPLE POINT

4.
A sample point shall be provided and maintained so that a representative sample of the Discharge may be obtained. 

VOLUME

5. The total volume of the Discharge shall not exceed 242 cubic metres.

6. The total daily volume of the Discharge shall not exceed 242 cubic metres.

7. The rate of the Discharge shall not exceed 2.8 litres per second.
COMPOSITION

8.
The consent holder shall take all necessary steps to secure that any water discharged by it under this consent is as free as may be reasonably practicable from — 

(a) 
mud and silt;

solid, polluting, offensive or injurious substances;

any substances prejudicial to fish or spawn, or to spawning beds or food of fish.
