There are several ancient woodland and local wildlife sites (SINCs) adjacent to the proposed activity area. These features are uphill from the proposed activity area, therefore reducing risk of nutrient leaching. A 10m no spread zone requested to avoid splash waste on the bark of parkland trees.

30 Protected species – the risk screening report shows that a protected species location overlaps with the proposed activity area however, additional information about the species states that it is not within the proposed activity area.

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 
The applicant has highlighted the below mitigation measures:
· At least 185m of Grassland and Woodland acting as a buffer between fields being spread and Menai Straits
· The use of a reversed splash plate, to direct waste downwards, reducing the spray and atomising of the waste. 
· Weather forecasting is monitored to identify any weather that may increase the risk of run off, and ground conditions assessed to minimise soil damage through compaction or rutting. 
· Machinery turns will be gentle to avoid rutting and wheel slip and not be made on the buffer strips.
· Waste of this nature has previously been spread and the odour has not been an issue.
· Applications will be applied when correct conditions are available to minimise odours impacting on neighbours and when ground conditions allow, so that compaction and rutting to the land do not occur.
· Filling of the tanker is located on the site of origin of the waste.
· Emissions to air post spreading are not anticipated to cause issue (and have not caused issues previously).
· Low application rates designed to allow infiltration without runoff or ponding. With waste being applied in split doses this will further mitigate the risks we are seeking to manage, further reducing the environmental impact. The field rates given are the maximum allowed to be applied per field.
· Spreading restrictions with the ‘Code of Good Agricultural Practice for the Protection of Water, Soil and Air for Wales 2011 No.20’ will be adhered to, with this waste being treated as a slurry; No spread zone have been put in place where a field borders a water courses and best practice guideline of not spreading within 10m of a watercourse or 50m from a bore hole, see maps in appendix.
