Brief Description of proposal:

The proposal is to upgrade the current domestic sewage treatment from a septic tank to package treatment plant. This secondary treated effluent will then be discharged into the Nant Bwri stream which is a tributary of the Afon Tywi. As a treatment technology upgrade this will lead to an improvement to the water quality. The effluent volume will be no more than 1.5 cubic metres per day.
