6 protected species – 4 of which are located within the spreading area– after internal consultation it appears that it is unlikely that these species will be affected. However, this consultation highlighted that there are protected species north of field 1. An appropriate buffer zone has been put in place along the border of field 1.

92 protected habitats – 1 of which is inside the proposed spreading area however, this type of habitat should not be detrimentally affected by the proposed activity.

2 local wildlife sites (SINCs) – one of these is adjacent to the site however, spreading will not occur within the protected area and a no spread zone has been put in place.

All features are located outside of the proposed spreading area unless specifically stated otherwise

	What is the slope of the fields?


	The proposed spreading area contains some moderately sloping terrain (7 -12 degrees) however the applicant has stated that “low application rates and precision application
will aid infiltration and prevent run off”. Therefore, I do not foresee run-off being a significant risk.
