We have decided to grant the permit for The Cripple Creek Inn operated by Cripple Creek Limited.

The discharge at The Cripple Creek Inn has previously been unpermitted. The infiltration system on site has been failing and as such a new package plant is to be installed and will now discharge to the Cripple Creek. The maximum daily volume of 8.76m3/day is domestic in nature. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
