Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the notice.
The following notice gives notice of the variation and consolidation of an environmental permit.
The permit has been varied to add hot tub effluent through the same treatment system as sewage effluent increasing the total volume discharged to 58.5 m3/day. This is an increase of 8.5m3.

The discharge point will move to a point immediately downstream of the Llwyn-on dam, approximately 3km downstream of the current discharge point: SO 00462 14015. Therefore, the discharge point is below the DCWW abstraction point and not within the drinking water protected area as it is now.
The schedules specify the changes made to the permit.

1.1 General management
