Cottage Viaduct Method- Greenland White-fronted Goose Monitoring- Spring 2021
Attempt to locate the flock pre- dawn and follow them from their roosting area to their feeding areas and follow them through to 15:00, or 16:00 if the flock is disturbed that day. The flock will generally fly from their roost to a feeding location around dawn and will often remain in that location, unless disturbed, until after dark. 
A number of viewpoints (see below), including roads and tracks, will be used. Locate the flock pre-dawn, by checking known roosting areas, using recent information from RSPB or NRW if needed to help with this. Locate the flock in their feeding areas by following the flock from their roosting place, if this is not possible due to inclement weather or other circumstances, then check known feeding areas until located. 
The following will be recorded- 
· Location of flock, using a previously used, field numbering system and 6 figure grid ref. 
· Type of habitat used (saltmarsh, improved grassland, semi-improved grassland, semi-improved grassland with rush, semi-improved grassland with topped rush, pools and rush cover, mud).
· Amount of time (minutes) spent in each location.
· Any disturbance to the flock. Type of disturbance, distance to disturbance, response of geese (alert, walking, flight).

A number of viewpoints will be used to locate and follow the flock. These are:
· SN668952. A hill to the south of Penrhyngerwin. Extensive view over saltmarsh and fields from Ynys-hir to Hen Hafod and beyond to the west. Useful if birds roosting on Breakwater fields.
· SN692967. Glandyi Castle. Easily the best view of the fields to the north of the river around Gogarth and Penmaen Isaf. 
· SN663935. Lodge Park. Restricted but useful views of fields to the west of the Clettwr near the Ynys-las road and Hen Hafod/Penrhyngerwin
· SN645940. Bank of the Clettwr near Clettwr bridge. View of fields surrounding and saltmarsh. 
· SN646921. Llangynfelyn. Good views over fields to north.
· SN674959. Breakwater hide. Views of saltmarsh and Breakwater fields.
· SN679959. Ynys-hir hide. Views of saltmarsh, Breakwater fields Penrhyngerwin and Hen Hafod.

If at any time the GWFG are disturbed by the works Gareth instructs works to stop all works must cease. Working methods will then be changed and work will commence when approval is given by Gareth (site surveyor) to continue.
