4. Details of our assessment
	[bookmark: _Hlk32303798]Welsh Power Group 

Over the last year Natural Resources Wales have received seven Medium Combustion Plant monitoring returns from the Welsh Power Group from across Wales. Through these returns it has been noticed that there is a common approach to monitoring and reporting. Since these sites are all under the umbrella of Welsh Power and utilise the same equipment it has been decided to consolidate them into one Compliance Assessment Report. The sites and subsequent monitoring returns are as follows:

Dafen Reserve Power Limited, 5 X Genset Engines, one 23.095MWth Specified Generator. <1500 Hours
Clyne Power Limited, 8 X Genset Engines, one 37.2Mwth Specific Generator<2500 Hour
Larigan Power Limited, 8 X Genset Engines, one 37.2Mwth Specific Generator<1500 Hours
Cynon Power Limited, 8 X Genset Engines, one 37.2MWth Specified Generator<2500 Hour
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cadoxton Reserve Power Limited, 8 X Genset Engines, one 37.2 MWth Specified Generator<2500 Hours
St Asaph Power Limited, 8 X Genset Engines, one 37.2MWth Specified Generator<2500 Hour
Culvery Power Limited, 7 X Genset Engines, one 32.6MWth Specified Generator<2500 Hour

These seven sites form part of the Welsh Power Group’s (WPG) wider portfolio of Specified Generators across Wales and England. These are all natural gas-fired Tranche B Specified Generators. Operation of these sites is permitted through complex bespoke permits owing to not meeting the requirements of the standard rules permits. As a consequence of this complex bespoke categorisation, current emissions monitoring is required to meet full MCERTS standards.

Emissions monitoring was undertaken by an MCERTS contractor Environmental Compliance Limited (ECL) who had been commissioned to carry out the work across the whole fleet in England and Wales. Full MCERTS monitoring is required once every three years. Each monitoring survey provided by ECL demonstrated a compliant NOx result. Measurements of combustion gases were carried out using an MCERTS Certified Horiba PG 250 and 350 stack gas analysers.  Continuous monitoring of emissions was undertaken over each test period recording minute averaged data (one measurement every 60 seconds).  The measurement techniques for each determinands are as follows:  
NOx   Chemiluminescence BS EN 14792: 2017 
CO Non-dispersive infrared BS EN 15058: 2017 
O2 Galvanic / Zirconia BS EN 14789: 2017
O2 Paramagnetic Sensor BS EN 14789: 2017
O2 Zirconia Cell BS EN 14789: 2017

Uncertainty for the NOx results ranged between 2%-3%. All monitoring was undertaking at 100% load. The results during the monitoring and the subsequent graphed data appeared to be stable for the almost full hour of testing after initial drift attributed to completion of engine warm up.

Site Visit 3rd October 2019

NRW was invited to a meeting with WPG at the Cadoxton Reserve Power to discuss permit compliance requirements, including emissions monitoring. NRW staff from operations and Regulatory Approaches attended the Cadoxton Reserve Power Limited site and witnessed emissions monitoring in progress. The intention of the visit was not to audit the monitoring contractor or undertake an OMA of WPG.

The engines were monitored simultaneously in pairs to enable all machines to be tested within a single working day. The engines were being run out of merit for at least an hour specifically to undertake the monitoring. WPG claimed that scheduling of monitoring during demand operation is impractical due to the very intermittent and unpredictable nature of the balancing market generation requirements. Additionally, the SG had only operated for a few hours in the year to date. 

During this visit the following was observed:

The sample probe entered an unsealed port used for engine maintenance testing on the bend from turbocharger exhaust. The exhaust is under positive pressure at this point due to stack silencer downstream of this location. The sample probe was suspended from pipework using cable ties and was extracting exhaust gases through a port located on a 90o bend immediately after the turbocharger outlet. Gas mixing at this point is likely to be good but sensitivity of the probe position to preferential flow paths in the bend and vibration might affect sampled gas composition. However, the results during the observed test appeared to be stable for the almost full hour of testing after initial drift attributed to completion of engine warm up.

The Uncertainty of the reported concentrations for these pollutant results does not take into account the effect of non-conformities or sample location limitations. Please can you explain why you haven’t quantified the uncertainty related to the sample location. Sampling on each Genset engine was undertaken from a pilot hole in a straight section of vertical ductwork located on the rear of the engine. These sample locations appear to contrast what is required in TGN M1. Please can you provide an explanation for the choice of sampling locations and how it meets M1 and its effect on the uncertainty?

With the exception of Dafen Reserve Power (PAN-003843), which states the monitoring method TGN M5, the other sites must comply with BS EN14792 and hence TGN M1. NRW understand that due to the intermittent and unpredictable nature of the balancing market, it can be difficult to coordinate monitoring with demand when the plant would normally run. Therefore, NRW will look to review the monitoring requirements of such plant and consider whether alternative approaches can be adopted.
