Brief Description of proposal:
Permit application for a new water discharge activity consisting of treated domestic effluent & Kennel wash down. The system will comprise of a PTP and storage tank discharging a maximum volume of 13 m3/day to Swan Pool Drain via a surface water drain. Swan Pool Drain flows north and terminates in the Gwendraeth estuary which forms part of the Pembrey Coast SSSI. The applicant has confirmed that all solid waste from the kennels will be removed from the site prior to treatment in the PTP and there will be no Toxocara canis in the untreated washdown waste.

[bookmark: _Hlk66262699]Whilst the Risk screening report identified one designated SSSI (Gwernydd Penbre) within the 1000-meter screening criteria, the flow of the receiving watercourse is in the opposite direction. Therefore, the proposal is not hydrologically connected to the SSSI and there is no impact pathway. As a result, no Appendix 4 has been completed for this site. The proposed discharge will cause a 0.44% deterioration in the 90%ile BOD concentration immediately downstream of the discharge point at the British Standard treatment efficiency (20mg/l). In line with our current guidance ‘Operational Instruction 50_12 Water Quality Planning: No Deterioration and the Water Framework Directive’, this discharge satisfies the <10% deterioration and will not change the status class of the waterbody. 

Ammonia
The proposed discharge will cause a 1.42% deterioration in the 90%ile ammonia concentration immediately downstream of the discharge point at the British Standard treatment efficiency (20mg/l). In line with our current guidance ‘Operational Instruction 50_12 Water Quality Planning: No Deterioration and the Water Framework Directive’, this discharge satisfies the <10% deterioration and will not change the status class of the waterbody.
