Brief Description of proposal:

The application is for a new water discharge activity permit regulating the discharge of treated sewage effluent from 5 industrial factory/office units at Hepworth Business Park. The units contain a total of 49 toilet facilities between them and it has been stated that there is no canteen on the site. 

The sewage effluent is to be treated in a Klargester Biodisk (Model BE) package treatment plant that meets British Standards. A maximum daily volume of 5m3 treated effluent will then be discharged into an unnamed tributary of Nant Melyn. 

Pre-application advice has been given regarding connection to sewer through which it has been determined that the closest connection point is some 750 m away from the site boundary. 

Habitats Screening Report – Designations or protected species/habitats:

A risk screening report is available to view on the DMS here.  

No designated sites were identified within the screening criteria.


Risk Assessment Results (modelling or L1 Risk Assessment):

The discharge is under 5m3/day therefore no river quality modelling has been conducted. 


Miscellaneous:

The receiving watercourse is categorised as high flood risk.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Do have concerns that proposed discharge will be going into a small brook which when I checked 2 weeks ago had relatively small flow in it, which discharges into the Nant Melyn and then to the Ely, which is a failing watercourse under WFD.  Also there is no mention as to where their surface water drainage will go, and whether any interceptors are to be installed to ensure no fuel or oil ends up in the watercourse.  I commented on this during the planning consultation, but it does not appear the applicant has updated their plans.  Can you ask them to confirm the surface water will not be going to the treatment plant?
