Ongoing investigation being conducted, previous BOD breach had been concluded due to change of operational setpoint for D.O. This figure since then has not changed and dissolved oxygen levels have been satisfactory. A trial to further increase the setpoint will be conducted incrementally and reviewed to bring BOD back within permit level. 
Aquabio and Radnor Hills are actively reviewing historical analytical and operational data to determine any further factors which maybe contributing to the permit breaches.
