Minor maintenance works required to Loughor Viaduct, that carries the SDI2 railway over Loughor Estuary.

Buddleia is growing on the structure and requires removal.  Using rope access personnel, they will be tied off at an anchor point using the running rail and will remove the vegetation growing from the outside face of the structure.

Missing mortar will be identified by site operatives and all open joints will be re-pointed using like-for-like mortar; Blaenavon Dark lime mix mortar. 

All works will be completed from the railway.

•	Access to site will be at authorised access at 9m61ch  

Work will consist of:

•	Amco to carry out pre-start checks on the rail trolley before placing onto the down main to transport materials to site.

•	Once at site Amco will identify missing mortar to deep open joints and replace mortar using like for like in this case Blaenavon Dark lime mix mortar.  Re-pointing will be carried out using hand tools and secondary containment measures to be in place beneath point of work to catch any mortar/arisngs from work task. Small amounts of mortar applied at any one time to fill joint to correct level.

•	Bespoke rope access team will remove the buddleia using hand tools from the outside face of the structure using the running rail as an Anchor point.  All vegetation will be tied off and lifted trackside and removed from site.

· Before any plant is used all pre checks are to be completed and recorded before use.


•	All debris to be removed from site and disposed of in skip back at AmcoGiffen yard.
