We have decided to grant the permit for Orthios Eco Parks FPC operated by Orthios Feedstock (Anglesey) Limited.
The permit number is EPR/CB3096ZB.

Standard rules criteria 
Further to previous pre-application advice given regarding the site and possible activities to be permitted, enquiries were made of the operator  to provide information that demonstrated the conditions of the SRP and the relevant generic risk assessment could be met, specifically that activities are not carried out predominantly using a limited number of waste types. Further information deemed sufficient for duly making was received but the applicant was advised that more information may be required as part of the determination process. 

Further information was requested via Schedule 5 Notice dated 10/03/2021. 

Further evidence was provided on 23/03/2021, in the form of confirmation e-mails from prospective suppliers , to sufficiently demonstrate that several waste types would be stored and treated under the permit, in line with the GRA.

Technical competence 

A relevant conviction, against the Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2016, for Mr Warren Steele as the proposed Technically Competent Manager (TCM) for the facility was declared within the application. This has been considered within the determination process against Regulatory Guidance Note (RGN) 5: Operator Competence and Environmental permitting: Core guidance For the Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2016 (SI 2016 No 1154) Last revised: March 2020.

Our assessment raised concerns that Mr Steele would not be competent (i.e. will not comply with permit conditions) or not willing to comply with the conditions of the permit and therefore could not act as a suitable TCM.   

An alternative TCM was requested via a Schedule 5 Notice dated 10/03/2021. 
 
An alternative TCM was proposed on 23/03/2021,Clair Thomas, who meets the relevant criteria as defined in the guidance referenced above, and was accepted.
