We have decided to grant the permit for Lower Ffordd Fawr operated by Mr Brian Goodwin.

[bookmark: _Hlk65663968][bookmark: _GoBack]The discharge is for a new surface water discharge at Lower Ffordd Fawr, Llanigon, Hay on Wye, HR3 5PR. The discharge NGR is SO 20174 40638.

The newly installed package treatment plant system will be serving two properties, they are both 3 bedroomed.  A sewage effluent discharge of 2 m3/day has been estimated. The effluent will discharge to the Digedi Brook at NGR SO 20174 40638. This then flows North Westerly for approximately 387m before entering the Wye SAC/SSSI.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
