We have decided to issue the variation for Ynysangharad Park CSO operated by Dŵr Cymru Cyfyngedig.

This variation is to include an updated operating technique to control flows in the main trunk sewer running through Cardiff East from Ystradyfodwg and Pontypridd, known as the Y&P sewer.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the CRoW Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

No assessment was undertaken as the variation was to amend the operating technique relating to the Y&P trunk sewer control points. It was ascertained that this would not adversely affect the sites designated features. The decision was taken in accordance with our guidance.
