	Additional notes
When First Milk is spread on fields Trerhys 1 and Trerhys 2 when barley is grown, there is an overall increase of 26.29kg/ha of phosphate on field 1 and 90.77kg/ha on field 2. However, both barley and grass will be grown over the course of this deployment, and there will be a significant decrease from phosphates overall due to an overall decrease of 248.71kg/ha from the grass. So overall, there will not be an increase of phosphates over the fields.
