HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 

The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest because of the mitigation strategies set out below:

· 20m buffer no spreading areas enforced in fields 6235 7626, 8920, 9808, 1799, 2705 & 4811. Afon Teifi / River Teifi SAC is 33m away from the proposed spreading area at its nearest point; when taking the 20m buffer zone into account the Afon Teifi / River Teifi SAC is 53m away from the spreading area at its closest point.

· Although the land within the SSSI’s is steeply sloping (>12 degrees) the land within the proposed spreading area and buffer zones is relatively flat (<7 degrees).

· No spreading areas to watercourses. Sub surface injection of material for grass fields and spreading at appropriate timings.

· The wastes will be applied following the Codes of Good Agricultural Practice. The maximum application rate for each field will be split into multiple applications and will not exceed 50t/ha in any one application to a field to reduce the risk of run-off.

· All handling of the wastes will be done in accordance to current regulations and relevant mitigation strategies will be adopted.

· Odour may potentially be emitted from the spreading of waste – to mitigate odour generation all handling of waste will be done in accordance to current regulations and relevant mitigation strategies will be adopted e.g. waste will be subsurface injected. If any odour complaints are received, further odour mitigation methods will be implemented. The operator will assess wind speed and direction before spreading and proximity to surrounding receptors when spreading all fields but these fields in particular in relation to this SSSI. Waste will be spread when conditions are suitable with no or little wind and when the potential of any gusts is not in the direction of the SSSI.

· No waste will be spread within 10m of any ditch, pond or surface water, within 50m of any spring, well, borehole, or reservoir that supplies water for human consumption or farm dairies.

· Weather conditions will be monitored prior to spreading with wind speed and direction assessed.

	Agricultural benefit calculations:
The Volac and First Milk waste streams are adding phosphate to the soil. The phosphorus indices for the fields listed within this deployment range from 0 to 1; the optimum index is 2. Phosphate addition will be permitted as an aid to increase the phosphorus indices to more optimum levels.
