The variation is to change the abatement for the emission point A15. The new abatement is a horizontal deep Bed filter (using activated carbon medium) which is to replace the wet scrubber that had previously used as abatement for this emission point. The new abatement plant also replaces the stack reducing the stack height from 12 meters to 4 meters. As a result, the variation has reduced the emission limit value of particulate matter and benzo-a-pyrene for A15 from 5 mg/m3 and 0.01mg/m3 (respectively) to 4 mg/m3 and 0.005 mg/m3.
Thank you for consulting the Swansea environment team on the above project and sending us a copy of the draft Form 1 HRA report dated 10/05/2021. Our comments are as follows:

Taking into account the distance away from the point of emisson and existing atmospheric pollution sources within the area, We do not forsee any significant ecological impacts on Crymlyn Bog SAC from this variation.
