We have decided to grant the permit for Heulwen operated by Mr. John Golding.

The permit number is EPR/CB3198FF
The discharge is for a new bespoke discharge of 1m3 day of domestic sewage effluent from a 3-bedroom cottage. The package treatment plant will perform to British Standard BS 12566. This will replace a failing registered groundwater discharge. The discharge pipe will run through a neighbouring property before being before reaching the final outlet point. The discharge outlet is into a small unnamed stream which is a minor tributary of the Afon Nodwydd.

The proposed discharge is into a constantly flowing stream located 50m downstream of the SAC. Whilst flowing away from the special site the discharge will undergo dilution and dispersal of the discharge that will render the discharge insignificant, reducing any potential for impact.
