Bespoke permit

We have decided to grant the permit for 3, Y Clos, Capel Dewi operated by Casper Homes Ltd.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The permit number is EPR/CB3199ZT
The permit regulates a new bespoke maximum discharge of 1.5m3 day of domestic sewage effluent from a 4-bedroom domestic dwelling. The package treatment plant will perform to British Standard BS 12566. The discharge pipe connects to an existing surface water drain before reaching the final outlet point. The discharge outlet is into a small unnamed stream which is a minor tributary of the Afon Tywi. 

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

The nearest SAC: the Afon Tywi falls outside of the risk screening distance as the discharge is below 5m3/day. Even taking into account additional new proposed discharges: PAN-013358 at 1.5 m3/day and PAN-014126 at 1.5 m3/day, the combined total discharges are still below 5 m3/day.
