Bespoke permit

We have decided to grant the permit for Todleth Cottage operated by Mrs Maxine Singleton.

The permit number is EPR/CB3196CM
The discharge is for a new bespoke surface water discharge of 1m3 day of domestic sewage effluent from a 2-bedroom cottage. The package treatment plant will perform to British Standard BS 12566. The discharge outlet is into a seasonally dry ditch/small unnamed stream which is a minor tributary that eventually leads to the River Camlad. There will be a 10m perforated pipe allowing the secondary treated effluent to soak away in the drier months. The existing septic tank and infiltration field are now failing, and it has been agreed following pre-application advice with the local team that the installation of a new surface water discharge would be the best option owing to the proximity of a well and local ground water aquafer.  
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
