Surrender

We have decided to accept the surrender of the permit for Aberconwy Auto Salvage operated by Mr John Sommerville and Mr Haulwen Davies.
The permit number is EPR/DP3194FK.
We are satisfied that the necessary measures have been taken to avoid any pollution risk and to return the site to a satisfactory state.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements. 


Purpose of this document

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Key issues of the decision 

We confirmed to the operator on 29 January 2021 that the site met the requirements for a low risk surrender; and the application was duly made on this basis. 
During the determination of the application it was noted that there were historical EPR Compliance Assessment Report (CAR) forms containing information on potential pollution incidents on site.
Discussions have taken place between NRW and the operator regarding the risks posed from the potential pollution incidents noted and the permeability of the site’s surface. 
It was confirmed to us by the operator in the Schedule 5 Notice response of 06 August 2021 that  “The site was laid with Geotextile Terram 2000 or similar. Terram 2000 has a lifespan of 100 years”, and there is no evidence to suggest that the membrane has had any faults during the lifetime of the permit and as such, no pollution should have been caused to the surrounding environment as a result of the potential pollution incidents noted in the CAR forms.
