We have decided to grant the permit for Tan Y Ffordd operated by Mr Ian Blakeman.

The permit number is EPR/CB3291HB
[bookmark: _GoBack]The activity comprises an existing discharge of secondary treated sewage effluent. a maximum of 1 m3/day, treated by a British Standard package treatment plant and discharging into the Menai Strait. The system serves a 3 bedroom holiday cottage. Previously, foul effluent from the property was being discharged without prior treatment into the Menai strait. The new package treatment plant will result in an improvement to the former discharge system in place.
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
