	We have amended the permitted waste types, which can be accepted at the regulated facility. 

The permit was varied in 2017 (EPR/ZP3198FN/V005) to vary and update the permit. During this variation a list of waste codes from the EMS were used to update the permit and include them in modern conditions. The list from the EMS contained a number of codes which used the Harmonised Code System and had not been updated to EWC at the time of the variation. 
These codes were not considered at the time of the variation and therefore, a number of waste codes were not included in the updated permit. 

These waste codes have now been added to the permit.
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
