On review of the CPH numbers we have on file Holding No. 55/226/0027 only applies to fields Heolgwyddil 8, Bolafron 8, Bolafron 9, Hafod 1741, Hafod 2455 and Hafod 4067 and 55/226/0005 didn’t apply to any of the fields.

You have stated that Mr Morris Davies has given consent for the spreading of these wastes on these fields. On our review of the CPH numbers this has identified that there are different owners/occupiers of the following groups of fields:

Please confirm what fields Mr Davies has given consent to spread on, and if it is all of the fields how Mr Davies has to authority to give consent. 1. Previous land treatment
If have stated in document Table 4 Previous land treatment (1).pdf that all fields except Nant y Croi 15 have been spread on in the previous 12 months. Nant y Croi 15 was covered by application PAN-010713. 
Please confirm if spreading occurred on this field as pre-notifications of spreading for deployment PAN-010713 were received.

1. Field Slopes
Parts of fields Nant y Croi 15, Hafod 2455 and Heolgwyddil 3 contain areas with a slope greater than 7 degrees but less than 12 degrees as shown on yellow on the attached maps. TGN 8.01 states that waste should not be applied on steep slopes where run-off is a high risk (TGN8.01-Box 2.1.7a). This is especially of concern on field Heolgwyddil 3 which falls towards a failing WFD watercourse- I note this field has a buffer along the bottom edge of this field which appears to be larger than the standard buffers but has not be quantified. If the risk is not adequately mitigated we may ask you to remove the fields.
Please provide information on how the risk of run off is mitigated. 

1. Spreading of lower pH wastes
In the potential negative impact section of your benefit statement you have stated that use of the wastes will be carefully monitored.
Please confirm who will carry out this monitoring, how they are qualified to do this, and if there is a management programme in place, to mitigate against the potential negative effect that decreasing the pH could have on decreasing the nutrient uptake of the crops.

1. Storage of wastes
The storage lagoon at Hafod farm (NGR - SN 18155 50376), is a dairy farm and we believe that this store will therefore be continually be used to store slurry. Controlled waste should also not be mixed with agricultural slurry on the farm as this would change the properties and waste classification of the material being applied – it would also mean that the entire contents of the slurry pit would be classified as controlled waste and be subject to the requirements of the EPR Regulations. This means that this store should not be used to store any other waste and another option should be used, such as a nurse tank for example. The same would apply for the slurry store situated at grid reference SN 17956 50061 if this is also used to store slurry.
Please confirm how the storage locations within this application are to be used given the above. If the storage locations are to change from those listed in the application, please update and resubmit all relevant documents.

1. Fee The Mrs James has confirmed that this application fee has now been paid. Apologies for this mistake but this one was missed by the admin staff. The later ones have been paid so they had presumed that this one had been done.
4. Previous land treatment Apologies for missing this. I can confirm that field 15 was spread at 67t/ha on PAN-010713
5. Field Slopes The fields will be spread across the slope at appropriate timings for crop nutrient requirements, weather and ground conditions.  The fields will either be spread with a dribble bar or a shallow slot injector into the grass crop with applications not exceeding 50t/ha in any individual application.  Heolgwyddil 3 has a 30m no spread buffer to south east and south west boundaries with a 70m no spread buffer from the southern corner.
6. Spreading of lower pH wastes This monitoring is carried out by the TCM (FACTS adviser) and NCPs.  As part of our environmental management system for land-spreading we carry out post application checks.  Regular soil analysis at least every 4 years is also undertaken and if soil pH is below target the farmer is advised this needs correcting.  The farmer’s agronomist also monitors all his crops.
